e The #1 (left) and #2 (middle) lanes on northbound and southbound I-5 from
Matthews Road to Hospital Road will close beginning Sunday, April 19, 2015,
through Friday, April 24, 2015, from 8:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m.

e The northbound on-ramp from Matthews Road to I-5 will close beginning

e The on-ramp from Charter Way to northbound I-5 is closed until Wednesday,
April 23, 2015;

e The #1 (left), #2 (middle) and #3 (right) lanes on northbound and southbound I-5
from SR-4/Charter Way to Country Club Boulevard will alternately close
beginning Sunday, April 19, 2015, through Friday, April 24, 2015, from 9:00 p.m.
until 5:00 a.m.;

e The connector ramps from northbound and southbound I-5 to the SR-
4/Crosstown Freeway will close beginning Sunday, April 19, 2015, through
Friday, April 24, 2015, from 10:00 p.m. until 5:00 a.m.;

e The on and off-ramps on northbound and southbound I-5 from SR-4/Charter Way
to Country Club Boulevard will close beginning Sunday, April 19, 2015, through
Friday, April 24, 2015, from 9:00 p.m. until 5:00 a.m.;

e The #1 (left) lane on northbound I-5 from Turner Road to Peltier Road will close
beginning Tuesday, April 21, 2015, through Friday, April 24, 2015, from 9:00 p.m.
until 5:00 a.m.;

e The #1 (left) lane on southbound I-5 at Barber Road will close beginning Sunday,
April 19, 2015, through Friday, April 24, 2015, from 9:00 p.m. until 5:00 a.m.

Motorists should expect 10 minute delays. A signed detour is in place and alternate

routes should be taken whenever possible.
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Construction is scheduled to begin as listed, but is subject to change due to traffic
incidents, weather, availability of equipment and/ or materials, and construction related
issues.
