• A moving closure for striping operations on northbound and southbound SR-49 
from Pool Station Road to the Calaveras/Amador County line beginning Sunday, 
May 22, 2016, through Friday, May 27, 2016, from 8:00 p.m. until 6:00 a.m.;
