Field Checklist, Microsurfacing
· Weather
· Weather Conditions, no rain or air temperature below 36oF predicted within 24 hours after placement
· Ambient and surface temperatures ≥50oF and rising
· Expected high temperature ≥65oF within 24 hours after placement
· Surface Preparation
· Surface preparation completed (Clean, dry surface; free  of loose material)
· Cracks sealed and patching completed where required
· Materials
· Binder/emulsion meets spec requirements
·  Is the binder from an approved source (if required)?
· Does the aggregate meet all specifications?
· Is the aggregate clean and free of deleterious materials?
· Is the aggregate dry?
· Has a full mix design and compatibility test been completed and results on record?
· Has the binder been sampled and submitted for testing?
· Is the emulsion temperature within application temperature specifications?
· Equipment
· Are the broom bristles the proper length?
· Can the broom be adjusted vertically to avoid excess pressure?
· Does the machine meet Caltrans MPQP with the project’s aggregate and emulsion?
· Is the MPQP documentation on record?
· Is the machine fully functional?
· Has the machine been calibrated for this project’s aggregate and certified.  Is the spreader rubber clean and not worn?
· Is the texture rubber clean and set at the right angle?
· Are all paddles in the pug mill are intact?
· Is the spreader box clean and is it a micro-surfacing type box?
· Do the roller tire pressures comply with the manufacturer’s specification?
· What type roller will be used on the project (pneumatic-tired roller recommended)?
· Do the roller tire size, rating, and pressures comply with manufacturer’s recommendations?
· Is the pressure in all roller tires the same?
· Do all tires have a smooth surface?
· Traffic Control & Maintenance
· The signs and devices used match the traffic control plan
· The traffic control setup complies with department’s requirements
· Flaggers do not hold traffic for extended periods of time
· Signs are removed or covered when not in use.
· Any unsafe conditions are reported immediately to the Engineer.
· Sweep 24 hours after placement without damaging surface.
· Continue sweeping daily for 5 days after placing Microsurfacing.
