SUBJECT:  FHWA’s Oversight of Final Vouchers
As part of Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) oversight responsibilities, we will be reviewing Final Vouchers on federal-aid projects.  Similar to project authorizations, final vouchers on High Profile Projects will be automatically reviewed leaving the rest of the federal-aid projects subject to a random sampling method.  

In an effort to ensure that our reviews are conducted in a timely manner, we have identified key information that should be submitted along with the final voucher.  The following is a list of items that will ensure efficiency:

· Contract item costs (original and final)
· Construction Change Order log including corresponding time extensions

· Supplemental Work (original and final)

· State Furnished Materials (original and final)

· Explanation of itemized cost changes (over runs and under runs)
· Documentation to ensure environmental mitigation commitments have been met 

The effective date of the FHWA’s oversight of final vouchers is October 1, 2008.  We look forward to working with your team to ensure that the process is effective.
