MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR THE CLARIBEL ROAD WIDENING
PROJECT (RESOLUTION E-12-50)

ISSUE:

Should the Commission, as a Responsible Agency, accept the Mitigated Negative Declaration (ND)
for the Claribel Road Widening Project (project) in the County of Stanislaus and approve the project
for future consideration of funding?

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Commission accept the MND and approve the project for future
consideration of funding.

BACKGROUND:

The Stanislaus County Department of Public Works (County) is the CEQA lead agency for the
project. The project will widen Claribel Road from two lanes to four lanes, signalize the intersection
at Coffee Road, and replace the bridge crossing the Modesto Irrigation District Lateral No. 6.

On May 22, 2012, the County found that the project will not have a significant effect on the
environment and mitigation measures are not required, and approved the MND.

The project is estimated to cost $14,750,000 and is programmed with State ($4,090,000) funds,
Federal ($800,000) funds, and Local ($6,360,000) funds. Construction is estimated to begin in fiscal
year 2012/13.
