RECOMMENDATION:

The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends the California
Transportation Commission (Commission) amend Resolution R99-AA-1112-001 to de-allocate
$8,000 in Proposition 1B State Route 99 (SR99) bond funds for the North Fresno 6-Lane project
(PPNO 6274A) in Fresno County, to reflect final expenditures, and revise the project funding plan
accordingly.

BACKGROUND:

At its December 2011 meeting, the Commission approved Resolution R99-AA-1112-001, allocating
$500,000 in Proposition 1B SR99 bond funds for Environmental and $1,500,000 in Proposition 1B
SR99 bond funds for Design for the North Fresno 6-Lane project.

The Environmental and Design phases are complete, with savings of $7,000 in Proposition 1B SR99
bond funds for Environmental, and savings of $1,000 in Proposition 1B SR99 bond funds for
Design.

The necessary changes are reflected in strikethrough and bold on the vote box below.

RESOLUTION R99-AA-1213-20:

Be it Resolved, that $22,770,000 in Proposition 1B State Route 99 Bond funds originally allocated
under Resolution R99-AA-1112-001 for the North Fresno 6-Lane project (PPNO 6274A) in Fresno
County is hereby amended by $8,000, decreasing the original SR99 Environmental allocation to
$493,000, and decreasing the original SR99 Design allocation to $1,499,000 in accordance with the
revised vote box below.
