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FINANCIAL ALLOCATION AMENDMENT FOR PROPOSITION 1B STATE
ADMINISTERED CMIA PROJECT ON THE STATE HIGHWAY SYSTEM
RESOLUTION CMIA-AA-1415-06, AMENDING RESOLUTION CMIA-AA-1011-015,
RESOLUTION STIP1B-AA-1415-02, AMENDING RESOLUTION STIP1B-AA-1011-008,
RESOLUTION TFEP-14-07, AMENDING RESOLUTION TEP-10-09

RECOMMENDATION:

The California Department of Transportation recommends the California Transportation
Commission (Commission) amend Resolution CMIA-AA-1011-015 to de-allocate an additional
$2,375,952 in Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA) funds from the
Route 46 Expressway- Segment 3 project (PPNO 3386A) in Kern County, thereby reducing the
amended CMIA construction capital allocation from $32,751,000 to $30,375,048. In addition, de-
allocate $170,000 in Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) funds, thereby reducing the TCRP
from $2,350,000 to $2,180,000. These de-allocations reflect final contract close-out savings.

BACKGROUND:

At its May 2010 meeting, the Commission approved Resolution CMIA-A-0910-010 allocating
$34,909,000 in Proposition 1B CMIA construction funds for the Route 46 Expressway- Segment 3
project (PPNO 3386A). The construction contract was awarded on January 26, 2011 with CMIA
construction savings of $2,158,000. At its June 2011 meeting, the Commission approved Resolution
CMIA-AA-1011-015 de-allocating the savings. The contract is in final close-out with additional
CMIA savings including of $2,375,951 and TCRP savings of $170,000.

The necessary changes are reflected in strikethrough and bold on the revised attachment.

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RESOLUTION:

Be it Resolved, that $34,909,000 in Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account
(CMIA) funds (304-6055) originally allocated under Resolution CMIA-A-0910-010 for the Route 46
Expressway - Segment 3 project (PPNO 3386A) in Kern County and amended under Resolution
CMIA-AA-1011-015 reducing the original CMIA by $2,158,000, is hereby amended again by an
additional $2,375,952, reducing the CMIA capital amount to $30,375,048. Also be it Resolved, that
$2,350,000 in Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) funds (899-3007) allocated under
Resolution TFP-10-09 is hereby amended by $170,000, reducing the TCRP capital amount to
$2,180,000. These changes reduce the overall project allocation to $40,390,048 in accordance with
the revised attachment.
