Dear Messrs and Messes:

The following Amendment #02 to the 2009 Federal Transportation Improvement
Program (FTIP) for Butte County is being transmitted to you for state and federal
approval. The BCAG Board of Directors approved this amendment at its February 26,
2009 meeting.

The purpose of this amendment is to introduce a new fund source into the 2009 FTIP as
a result of President Obama’s Economic Stimulus Plan for transportation. This
amendment does not include specific project information at this time because projects
have not yet been identified.

BCAG has used the programming target of $32 million in Federal Highway
Administration funds (FHWA) and $2.75 million in Federal Transit Administration (FTA)
funds which may be made available for projects in Butte County as a result of the
pending Economic Stimulus Plan. Once the final apportionments are made to California
these revenues may be adjusted. These programming estimates were made available
from Caltrans in consultation with FHWA. No other changes are proposed for this
amendment.
